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FIBA Organizer, Live Stats and Website 
 

There are three separate, yet integrated, products provided by FIBA to the Basketball Federations world-wide.  To 
gain the maximum benefit from these free products, it is best to use all three. 
 
However, it is not essential to use all three.  
 
The three programs are: 

1. A website that can be totally controlled by your organisation, that can be accessed and updated from 
any computer anywhere in the world ς this gives you the flexibility of having a number of people in 
your organisation able to upload stories and photos to the website. 
 

2. FIBA Organizer ς a competition management and registration program, which uploads game 
schedules and results to the website, and integrates with Live Stats.

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SECTION ONE:  Using the Website 
 
This section will familiarise your with your FIBA Organizer Website. It takes you through how to find the website, 
how to obtain authorisation to add information to it, and also gives a few tips on how to make your FIBA 
Organizer website stand apart from the rest. 
 
Finding your FIBA Organizer Website and Competition 
Information: 
 

Open your web browser application. (Internet explorer or 
similar)

Content Manager ς this is where you edit the 
sections that appear on the website, and where you 
enter stories and photos. 
 
Customise Your Website ς this is where you can 
change the colours and appearance of your website. 
 
Authorisation ς This is where you give permission 
for people to work on the website by adding names, email 
addresses and passwords 
 
Site Statistics ς This is where you can view the number of hits your 
website has received. 
 
Section Maintenance ς This is where you add and modifies the 
sections of the website ς you select the things you want to add or 
change, and then go to 
 the content manager to activate the section (right mouse click on 
the heading to activate it in content manager) 
 
Communicator ς This is where you manager your mailing lists 
 
Forum ς This is where you manage the forum section, if you wish to have 
this on the website. 
 
Comp Options ς This section allows you to select which competitions you 
want to be seen on the website. 
 

 
 

 
 

Customising your Website to suit your federation: 
Once you are logged in as the website editor, as shown above, click 
Customise Your Website to open up the screen at right.    
 

In this site you are able to change colours and column numbers to get the 
website to look as you want. 

 
 
Click Advanced Configuration. 
 
Click on Page Layout.  Click on the different types of website configuration until 
you get the one you want.  Select the layout configuration that you prefer. 
 
Click Save Layout.

Adding different sections to your website: 
 
 
 
Login as the website editor and you will come to this 
screen.  This is where you can choose which part of the 
website you wish to work in. 
 
Click Content Manager to bring up the screen shown  
 
 
The Content Manager is where you manage all of the 
content that is on your website.  
 
 
 
The first time that you enter the content manager, 
 there will not be any sections in your navigation bar. 
 
 
 
 
You first need to select what type of sections you would

Click on Section Maintenance to bring up the screen 
shown.  It will show all the sections that are available for 
your website. 
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Decide what section you want, add that number in the

The Up and Down buttons change the order that the 
menu items in your Navigation Bar are displayed on 
your FIBA Organizer Website. 
 
Click the Trash Can button to remove a section from your Navigation Bar. 
 
Return to your Website takes you back to the front 
page of your FIBA Organizer Website to view your 
changes. 
 
Set as Default makes the currently selected menu item 
in the Active Sections list the first page that appears 
when your website is loaded. 
 
Rename Selected allows you to rename the menu items 
in your Active Sections list 
 
Edit Selection opens for editing the menu item that is 
selected in your Active Sections list. 
 

 

 
Change the colours of your Website: 
 
Login to your FIBA Organizer Website as the website 
editor. 
 

 
Click on Customise Your Website. 
 
 

Click on Advanced Configuration. 
 

 
Click on Colour Scheme to bring up the screen as shown 
below.

Installing from the CD: You will need the FIBA Organizer Installation CD. 
Reboot your computer.  Insert the FIBA Organizer Installation CD into your CD drive and your computer should 
automatically load as shown below. 

 
 If it does not, then please complete the following steps: 
a. Click your windows Start button. 
 

b. Click Run. 
 

c. Enter your CD drive letter (eg D) followed by :\ , so D:\  or E:\  if it is 
the E drive. 

Click Install FIBA Organizer. 
 

Click Run (you may have to click Save to Disk, then Open first). 
 

Click Yes when asked if you wish to continue with the installation.

If you have the Vista operating system on your computer, you will need to right mouse 
click the FIBA Organizer icon on your desktop, and choose άRun as Administratorέ. This will 
allow the FIBA Organizer program to open. 
 
So that you do not have to do this each time you open FIBA Organizer, you can change your 
computer settings, and all you will have to do is click on the icon to open the program. 
 
To do this: 
Right mouse click as above, but instead of choosing άRun as Administratorέ, choose 
ΨpropertiesΩ at the bottom of the list.
