their coaches at the Technical meeting
of the tournament.

However, as all participants must con-
tribute $600 AUD to their costs for the
tour, this information must be passed
onto all players, coaches, managers and
referees who wish to be nominated for
All Star selection. This payment must be
made by 31st December 2010.

All Star Team Selections:

The All Star men’s and women’s teams
will also be announced at the closing
ceremony. Players in all teams, except
Australia and New Zealand, will be eli-
gible for selection in the All Star team.
Coaches will be asked to nominate their
players at the tournament Technical
Meeting

Coaching Positions:

A coach for the men’s and a coach for
the women’s All Star teams will be se-
lected from amongst the Island coaches
at the Tournament. During the AJCBC,
two high level FIBA Oceania coaches
will assist the island coaches.

Coaches who are interested in nominat-
ing for the coaching position should
complete the application form on the
back of this newsletter and return it to
the FIBA Oceania office by the due date.
Late applications will not be accepted.

Refereeing Positions:

Two referees will also be selected from
the island referees at the tournament to
attend the Australian AJCBC as the Oce-
ania referees. Referees should com-
plete the form and return it to the FIBA
Oceania office.

All Star Obligations:

1. All Star players, coaches, managers
and referees must contribute $600AUD
to the cost of their 2 week trip to Aus-
tralia.

2. All Star participants must be avail-
able to be in Australia from Sunday 9th
January until Sunday 28rd January
2011.

3. FIBA Oceania covers the cost of in-
ternational return airfares, all accom-
modation and meals, playing and train-
ing uniforms, court hire, tournament
fees and domestic travel.

Tour Details:

Contingent arrives in Sydney 9th Janu-
ary. Met at airport by FIBA Oceania
staff, travel by bus to Wollongong for a
3 day training camp. Then, travel by
bus to Canberra for a 2 day training
camp. Arrive in Albury Saturday 15th
January. Referees go with Australian
referees for 2 day camp and continue
to live with Australian referees.

Games commence 17th January, two
games per day for 5 days. Sunday 23rd
January depart Albury.

Players, coaches, managers and refe-
rees will have very little time after they
are selected for the All Star tour before
they need to pay their $600AUD.

I need all federations to inform their
potential All Star people that they need
to start saving their money NOW so
that they have the $600 AUD when it is
needed. FIBA Oceania will contribute
over $60,000 for the tour, so it is only
fair that the participants pay a small
amount to help with the tour costs.

+ FIBA eligibility rules will apply and
federations will need to send, with the
nomination form, evidence of player
eligibility (photocopy of players pass-
port showing nationality) for those
players who have not previously par-
ticipated in a FIBA Oceania Senior or
Youth Tournament .
