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Report from the 5

Introduction: 
The 5

th
 FIBA Oceania All Star tour was a positive and rewarding experience and a credit to all involved.  It provided 

unparalleled exposure for the Oceania players, coaches and referees, who matched their skills against the very best young 
talent from across Australia. This is the second time that FIBA Oceania participated in the Australian Under 20 
Championships, and we are most grateful to Basketball Australia for extending the invitation to us.   
 
Overall, our 8

performance.  While our teams were not competitive with the top Australian teams, we still need to expose our talented 
island players to a higher level of competition to progress basketball across the zone. 
 
Undoubtedly the reputation and understanding of FIBA Oceania has been broadened and enhanced by our participation. 
The tour comprised a 6 day pre-tournament training camp, followed by the weeklong Championships in the north 
Queensland city of Townsville.  
 
The All Star players, coaches and referees were selected as the best in their field from the teams who participated in the 
FIBA Oceania Youth Tournament in Guam in 2008. For the first time ever, two team managers were also selected at the 
Youth Tournament. A number of family members also joined the tour, and while they paid their own airfares, they were

additional women and 1 man, the household chores of shopping, cooking and washing for 20 players was much easier 
than in previous tours when it was done by just 1 person. 
 
The Oceania contingent was drawn from 6 different countries and spoke two main languages, but the players and staff 
soon formed themselves into a close-knit group who represented their countries and FIBA Oceania with distinction.  
 
Everyone involved with the tour understood the importance of performing well, both on and off the court. In addition to 
the team managers, two parents also stayed with the tour group, providing ample staff to undertake the domestic chores 
of shopping, cooking, washing and cleaning, as well as cheering for the teams. Unfortunately, tour manager Judy Smith fell 
ill during the tournament and after two trips to the emergency ward was flown home early. Mentor coaches Warwick 
Allen and Katrina Ferris took over the management role without a hiccup. 
 
The two All Star referees Jubilee Kuartei, from Palau, and Joe Tamani from Fiji, were accommodated with the teams during 
the pre-tournament phase of the tour.  During team practices they worked on their fitness and officiated games.  Two

referees.  The camp situation allowed the Australian referees to learn about the Oceania region,  and allowed our referees 
to undertake the education programs provided by Basketball Australia.   
 
During the tour the FIBA Oceania players and staff were addressed by Carrie Graff, Australian Opals coach.  Carrie urged  
the teams should not see the final score of their games as an indication of their performances, but rather to see each 
game as an opportunity to learn and to improve.  This theme was carried through the tour by the coaching staff. 
 
During the tour the Oceania players, coaches and referees improved outstandingly.  It was almost impossible to recognise 
the teams at the end of the tournament because they improved so much. Playing against much taller, tougher and faster 
opposition, the Oceania players rallied, followed their game plans as set by the coaches and improved with every game.  
Individual and team plays were executed much more precisely and accurately in the later games, although individual 
player fitness was an area of concern by the end of the tournament. 
 
A spirit of friendship was very evident amongst our players.  Although drawn from different cultures, with different 
languages and customs, the players soon developed a unique rapport and friendship, which sustained us through the two-
week tour.  Our players gained the respect and friendship with our opposition players and referees, accommodation 
owners, restaurant staff and operational staff at the championship. Their behaviour of and off the court was of their 
highest standard, and all federations should be very proud of their representatives.

The 2009 program, including international airfares, regional airfares, accommodation, meals, ground transport, and 
uniforms cost approximately $75,000.00AUD.  The participants contributed $10,700.00 and part of the annual ONOC 
Development subsidy was also applied to the All Star tour.

A variety of programs are conducted that 
build from the base to the elite, and there are a number of Oceania-wide events that provide elite competition 
opportunities.   For young players, the highest level of elite competition is the Oceania Youth Tournament and from that, 
selection in the All Stars program. ²ƛǘƘƻǳǘ ǘƘŜ !ƭƭ {ǘŀǊ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳΣ ǘƘŜ ¸ƻǳǘƘ ¢ƻǳǊƴŀƳŜƴǘ ǿƻǳƭŘ ōŜ ǘƘŜ ΨŎŜƛƭƛƴƎΩ ŦƻǊ youth 
development in the region. 
 
The All Star tour is a link between the junior and senior National teams.  The confidence and skills gained from the All Star 
ǘƻǳǊ ŜƴŎƻǳǊŀƎŜ ȅƻǳƴƎ ǇƭŀȅŜǊǎ ǘƻ ǊŜƳŀƛƴ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ƎŀƳŜ ŀƴŘ ǘƻ ΨǘŀƪŜ ǘƘŜƛǊ ŎƘŀƴŎŜǎΩ ŀǘ ǘƘŜ ǎŜƴƛƻǊ ƭŜǾŜƭΦ  Lƴ ǊŜǾƛŜǿƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ǘŜŀƳ 
lists from the Samoa 2007 South Pacific Games,  Fiji, Tahiti, New Caledonia and American Samoa had former All Star 
players graduating into the senior National teams.  The Fiji All Star referee and Guam All Star coach were in Samoa in 
refereeing and coaching roles. 
 
The All Star tour ƛǎ ŀ ŘŜŦŀŎǘƻ ΨŜŘǳŎŀǘƛƻƴŀƭ ǘƻǳǊΩ ŀǎ ƛǘ provides an opportunity for elite players, coaches, referees and 
managers to observe and absorb a very different basketball culture to which they are used to.   
 
Prior to the tournament, participants are exposed to the Australian practice of home fitness and skills programs and 
external monitoring of practices.   
 
Once in Australia, the All Star participants are exposed to many more ά!ǳǎǘǊŀƭƛŀƴ basketball standardsέ, including: 

 Presentation of stadium floors and facilities  

 Physical appearance and presentation of staff and players 

 Bench etiquette as substituted players; in time-outs; in storing bags and water bottles 

 Observing the fitness, skill and team play ability of Australian teams of the same age 

 Observing and emulating the role of Australian referees and team managers 

 Observing and emulating Australian coach and player attitudes to losing  

 Observing the role of score bench staff and tournament administrators 
 
During the tournament the All Star participants are exposed to specific basketball education programs. 

 Players learn a great deal about their game and assessing their own performance.  The use of video in the last All 
Star tournament offered players their first ever opportunity to see themselves play.  In Australia, most elite 
players would have experienced this by the age of 12.  After the initial excitement and embarrassment of

 The Oceania referees get the opportunity to officiate on intensely competitive games, day after day. The referees 
go into camp with the Australian referees, undertake extensive pre and post game evaluation ŀƴŘ ƭŜŀǊƴ ǘƻ ΨƭƛǾŜ 
ŀƴŘ ōǊŜŀǘƘŜΩ ǊŜŦŜǊŜŜƛƴƎ ƛƴ ŀƴ ŜƴŎƭƻǎŜŘ ŜƴǾƛǊƻƴƳŜƴǘΦ 

 The Oceania coaches get the opportunity to work with a whole team of talented athletes ς unlike in their home 
country, where they might have only a few really talented players.   
 

 During the Championships, the Australian mentor coaches were able ǘƻ ƳƻŘƛŦȅ ǘƘŜ !ƭƭ {ǘŀǊ ŎƻŀŎƘŜǎΩ ŀǘǘƛǘǳŘŜǎ 
towards losing.  Australian coaches generally take a more positive and analytical approach to game losses,  and 
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this was reinforced to the Oceania coacheǎ ōȅ ǘƘŜ ƳŜƴǘƻǊǎΦ  ά[ƻǎƛƴƎέ ōŜŎŀƳŜ ŀ ǎƻǳǊŎŜ ƻŦ ŀƴŀƭȅǘƛŎŀƭ ŀǎǎŜǎǎƳŜƴǘΣ 
rather than anger and embarrasement.  

 

 Learning about game analysis, aided by the use of player statistics and video footage, meant that more 
productive follow-up training sessions were conducted, focusing on identified team and player weaknesses. 
 

 The coaches participate in coach education sessions conducted by various Australian national coaches.  The 
Oceania coaches have the opportunity to learn from watching and talking with Australian coaches as well as their 
day-to-day education with the FIBA Oceania mentor coaches. 

 
Observing these standards results in comparisons being made to what they have in their country, and through informal 
conversations, FIBA Oceania staff are able to reinforce that basketball in Australia is organised in a very similar way to 
their country ς that is, it relies on the work of volunteers -  and that if they want to change things in their own country, it is 
up to them to do it.   
 
Interestingly, at the Oceania Senior tournament in 2009, after the All Star tour, it was very evident which Federations had 
been exposed to the factors listed above.  In general, we had teams well presented, well mannered and well organised.  
Federations that have not been involved in the All Star tour presented themselves very poorly, reminiscent of basketball 
attitudes many years past.  The coaching staff did not have coaching shirts, there was poor coach/referee relationship; 
coaching staff had a poor attitude to losing; and there was an unpleasant coach/player relationship.  
 
Comments from the mentor Coaches: 
Katrina Ferris ς ²ƻƳŜƴΩǎ ƳŜƴǘƻǊ ŎƻŀŎƘΥ 
 
There was a definite improvement in both the players and coaches skill level 
and performances over the two week period. 
 
I think the players were able to be exposed to a higher intensity of training 
with a greater degree of specific and constructive feedback. This feedback 
allowed them to focus on improvements in technique, leading to a more 
polished and technically better performance.  Additionally, the feedback 
enabled the players to take greater advantage of their natural talents.  
 
The use of video analysis of game situations provided players with a greater understanding of their performance and the 
impact they have on their team mates and the outcome of game situations.  
 
Experience at a higher level of competition is invaluable, discussing the work ethic and intensity of other elite athletes is 
not nearly as beneficial as being in a situation where the athletes see this in action. The high level competition is also a 
chance for the athletes to see that they can compete with others athletically, however, work ethic and consistently high 
intensity is required to be competitive at this level. Discussion of this necessity is not enough to reinforce its importance. 
    
Skill  
Skill level of coaches showed significant improvement.  Brigette was a very willing 
learner. Her ability to analyse the game and provide appropriate feedback both 
during and after the game situations showed some massive improvements.  

Her time-out management and planning made significant improvements, they went 
from being focused on the problems occurring, to identifying problems prior to the 
time out, and providing feedback that would correct the issue.  

Pre game and post game discussions skills went from being non -existent to quite 
competent, and was an area that demonstrated significant improvement. As the 
tournament progressed, the players were able to perform at a higher level as they 
had specific individual goals to strive for in each game. In discussions with Brigette it 
was clear that she could see the benefits for both herself as a coach and the players 
within her team.  
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Improvements in Knowledge 
As with any group of players, there were varying levels of improvement, depending, on their willingness to listen and 
accept the feedback.  For a vast majority of players there was an improvement in their ability to analyse the performance 
of both their team and themselves as individuals.  

They were able to recognize that improvements in concepts such as use of space, ie: running lanes wide, had a significant 
impact on the performance of the team. I believe that the players began to understand the underlying concepts that 
allowed set patterns of play to work effectively, ie: timing of screens and again, use of space to the benefit of their team.  

Coaching improvements in knowledge 
There was a significant improvement in analysis of game situations, and technical aspects of the individual performance of 
skills.  Exposure to a variety of teaching methods, incorporating whole and part learning was beneficial to Brigette.  

Developing and understanding that small components of skills are important to get correct before trying to run or 
complete a set pattern of play or completing a drill as it is on paper. The use of specific constructive feedback ,  broken 
into more direct concise information rather than a blanket disapproval of player performance.  

Knowledge of the value of goal setting pre-game for individual players is an area the coach and players had little 
knowledge of prior to the All Star experience. This is an invaluable tool to get the most from your athletes and team.  
Analysis post game, showed an improvement in depth and understanding from just disappointment to identify areas 
where improvement occurred and achievable goals to be set for the following game rather than just a winning focus.  

Social Benefits 
There were massive benefits socially for the participants.  Exposure not only to a different culture in the country they are 
visiting, but also from within their team mates.  Players and coaches gained recognition that there are significant 
differences between the wealth of countries within the Pacific.   

Players gained increased awareness of the plight of others within their team and sacrifices necessary for some to be part 
of the competition. Throughout the two week period there was a large amount of transfer of knowledge of languages and 
cultural nuances of different countries represented.  

Friendships were formed, the strength of these friendships reinforced their identity as elite basketball athletes from the 
Pacific. Contact details were shared and  many tears shed at the conclusion of the tour.   

The experiences gained by the participants through my discussions with them indicated that this experience was a 
highlight of their young lives, the esteem they were held in, in their countries for being selected was very significant to 
their identity and confidence. I believe it would be an invaluable experience for these young people, one that they will 
treasure forever.  I know I am richer for being part of the experience, my French is way better too! 

Warwick Allen ς aŜƴΩǎ ƳŜƴǘƻǊ ŎƻŀŎƘΥ 
At the beginning of the tour there was certainly some element of cultural divide.  This certainly improved over the course 
of the tour.  It was difficult for several shy cultures who were in a minority initially.  The total social experience by the end 
of the tour was decidedly positive.  The living and eating environment was as close to perfect as coaches and players could 
wish for. 
 
The programme in its 2009 format fulfilled an important role at the top of the 
FIBA Oceania development pyramid.  It took elite players outside of their 
comfort zone and exposed them to a higher level of skill, athleticism and 
intensity than is available to extend them in their domestic competitions.   
 
The preliminary week of preparation was excellent.  Trial games were vital as 
intra squad scrimmages rarely expose weaknesses.  The daily format of two 
practices and one trial is successful on two counts: 

 It establishes a strong tone within the team and develops  work ethic , 
and, 

 It dispels any lingering hope that this might be a pleasure cruise. 
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Initially, there was a decline in the performance of existing skills.  This was due mostly to larger and quicker opponents, a 
shortened time frame for execution, and exposure to unfamiliar situations.  As the tournament progressed the execution 
of skills in unfamiliar situations improved considerably.  The decision-making of the coach, and probably 70% of the 
players improved markedly.   
 
Man-to-man defence technique was virtually non-existent.  We worked specifically on locating the ball early in transition 
and denying the pass down the lane. We worked specifically on denying penetration along the baseline.  The style of 
defence early in the tournament was "traffic cop defence" - put one hand in the air and wave the dribbler by.  Players had 
to learn that denial of baseline penetration is a a primary objective.  
 
We also needed to put in place a consistent system for defensing screens, as the players and coach had limited exposure.  
The problems of baseline defence and defensing screens are the product of the domestic environment of the players 
where they predominantly play zones.  For this reason we originally made a commitment to man defence for the 
tournament, but during the preparation week a reality check caused us to decide to mix man and zone defences.  None of 
the players had taken on board the press breaker from the playbook and all struggled against a press.   
 
Rather than start from scratch we incorporated the concepts of playing against presses into our existing transition.  We 
drilled the what ifs? of different pressure situations at every practice and by the end of the tournament we were able to 
comfortably break presses and indeed score against the press.  Of course, by the end of the tournament we were also 
playing the lower ranked teams, which no doubt magnified our improvements in all areas. 
 
There was a significant improvement in the ability of players and coaches to make good decisions in the face of new 
situations.  In setting our goals we set numerical targets so that we could assess objectively, and so that the players could 
self-assess.   
For example, in the preparation as a team we turned the ball over in excess of 40 times a game.  We set a new target of 
during the tournament  reducing that figure to under 20 per game.   
 
The players took on board that 16 turnovers per game was reasonable, but to play at a better level 12 would be the goal 
of the top teams of the tournament.  From this we agreed that we didn't want to give up more than 5 turnovers per 
quarter and reassessed that goal every quarter.  
  
The players then had to agree that with a team allowance of 5 per quarter it was unacceptable for an individual to amass 3 
per quarter.  Defensively, we set our sights on 20 points per quarter - a goal which we finally achieved in the 3rd quarter of 
the final game.  Offensively one of our goals was to get 5 players in double figures, finally achieved in the last game when 
we had 6 players in double figures.  In the final game, we had 6 players in double figures, only turned the ball over 17 
times, and held Tasmania to 18 in the 3rd quarter.

I expect that the Guam, Palau and PNG people will fly into Cairns, and then catch a 1 hour flight to Townsville. I hope all 
other people will be able to fly into Brisbane, meet there and fly together to Townsville.  Our travel agent is putting an 
itinerary together at the moment.  
 
What will happen in Townsville: 

1. For the first week, the Oceania All Star teams will undertake a training camp.  This will mean two trainings per day 
and practice games in the evenings. 

 

2. For the second week, the Oceania All Star teams will play in the Australian Under 20 National Championships.  
There will be representative teams from Queensland, New South Wales, Victoria, South Australia, Tasmania, 
Northern Territory and Western Australia competing.

 Guam and Palau will arrive in Cairns and transfer to domestic to Townsville
